Manuel Josue Valenzuela Hernandez to grant a conditional use of their property at 120 S 

Wisconsin Drive to immediately establish Sway’s Bar & Entertainment Hall, with plans to 

transition to a family restaurant in the future.    

I. Call Public Hearing to Order:  The public hearing was called to order by President 
Wuestenhagen at 5:40 PM 

II. Public Hearing Discussion – Angela Dulmes from 208 S. Wisconsin Drive welcomed the 
new owner of the old Klemme’s Wagon Wheel, Manny Venezuela.  She had questions 
on when they plan on opening, property maintenance and being respectful to the 
neighbors.  They plan on opening end of July; they have already started working on 
updating the property and it was a clause in their closing documents that he take the 
neighbors into consideration.  Carl Gross of 203 S Wisconsin Dr. asked about hours of 
operation, and they plan in staying open until midnight unless there are special events 
that require to stay open later, by law they can stay open until 2:00 AM.  Stephen 
Salapat of 328 Mill St. asked for clarification of what he meant by Entertainment Hall, 
and all it means is that there is event space for rent.
